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“Omnia mutantur, nihil interit” - Ovidio, Metamorphosis, XV,165 

“Tutto cambia, nulla muore”. Il cambiamento è la condizione “naturale” delle società umane. Sono cambiamenti 
più o meno consistenti e rapidi di costumi, idee, credenze e valori. Talvolta esse possono riguardare all’inizio un 

solo settore, ma esiste poi un effetto di trascinamento verso altre aree per cui la tecnologia influenza l’economia 
con tutte le relative implicazioni. Non sempre questi mutamenti sono sincroni. Per esempio, la tecnologia e 
l’economia possono cambiare più velocemente dell’organizzazione sociale e religiosa. 

Ma, oggi, in un mondo globalizzato e interconnesso, in ogni settore tutto è molto più rapido e ha conseguenze 
imprevedibili. Steve Jobs, fondatore di Apple, diceva “io cambierò la vostra vita”. Profezia avverata. Una sottile 
maledizione cinese dice “Ti auguro di vivere in tempi interessanti”. Nella attuale web society anche il rapporto 
salute-malattia è cambiato con l’avvento di nuovi strumenti legati allo scambio, trasmissione e condivisioni delle 
informazioni sanitarie, riproponendo un nuovo rapporto medico-paziente. 

Anche il mondo delle Terme, con le sue antiche tradizioni e connessioni nella storia e nella attualità della civiltà 
umana, non può esonerarsi da queste esigenze socio-economico-ambientale, ma deve fare un’analisi critica 
propositiva di aggiornamento alle nuove realtà.
